One of the highlights of my trip to Africa this summer 
was that I was able to preach in one of the prisons in 
Nairobi, Kenya.  About 100 plus inmates came out of 
the barracks wearing black and white stripped 
uniforms, with most of them barefoot.  It was open air 
preaching as they sat down on a slightly sloping dirty 
hillside.  I thought I was back in the 18th century 
because of the primitive conditions of the facility.  

There were 11 first time decisions to accept Christ

He told me later that he  had driven many 
pastors around over the years, but I was the only one 
who told him about Jesus.
